Historic Hubbard Green in centrally located Glastonbury, Connecticut, is the quintessential New England town green and the site of one
of the nationis top annual juried outdoor art and craft shows. For two glorious days in September, tens of thousands of visitors come to
browse and buy at Glastonburyis On the Green Fine Art & Craft Show. Exhibitors vie for cash awards and every 120 x 15 booth enjoys
a corner location.

SHOW RULES

(Applications Procedures & Schedule on Page 2 | Application Form on Page 3)

These rules are intended to produce a show that fosters art appreciation, supports the purchase of orginal art and provides each exhibitor
the opportunity to show work to its best advantage. Failure to comply with show rules may result in an exhibitor being asked to remove
non-compliant items from sale or face dismissal from the show.

EXHIBITOR ELIGIBILITY: The show is open to all entrants, regardless of race, color, creed, sexual orientation or national origin. The
show offers 200 booth spaces, two-thirds art and one-third craft. Art and craft exhibitors are in separate display areas. The exhibiting
artist must be present during show hours on both days. No dealers, agents, artist representatives or sit-ins are allowed. No Buy/Sell
allowed in any medium.

AWARDS: Cash and ribbons will be awarded. All categories will be judged by qualiyed art or craft judges.

ELIGIBLE WORK FOR DISPLAY: All artwork that is framed and/or hung on the walls of the artistis tent must be original and one-of-a-
kind, executed and signed by the artist. Exhibitors may not exhibit work purchased for resale from other artists or commercial suppliers
(no buy/sell). We do not allow dealers, greenware, unset tumbled stones, sales of frames or the resale of craft kits or patterns.

Reproductions may not be framed or hung on the walls of the exhibitoris tent. This includes reproductions printed on canvas with hand-
made enhancements by the artist. All reproductions must be clearly labeled as reproductions. They must be numbered, signed, wrapped
and displayed in print racks or bins. No more than 25% of an exhibitoris display may be devoted to reproductions. Sale of note cards,
books marks, etc. is not allowed.

Photographers may not hang the same framed image in a variety of sizes nor may they hang multiples of the same framed image. All
photographic prints must be handmade by the artist in the darkroom or via digital/graphics. Please refer to Media Deynitions Section.

The Show Committee may disallow the exhibition or sale of any item, which in the opinion of the Committee, is considered detrimental to
the good public image of the Show or does not comply with Show Rules.

EXHIBITOR SPACE ASSIGNMENTS: Each exhibitor booth space is 12 x 150 on grass. All booths are corner spaces. Exhibitors must
provide their own display booths and racks. Exhibitors may apply for a limited supply of double booth spaces.

Exhibitors may not relocate or move their assigned space without the permission of the Show Committee.

Exhibitors are solely responsible for their art and display. Glastonbury Art Guild assumes no responsiblity for loss or damage to any art
work, display or personal injury. Exhibitors are advised to remove art from booths overnight.

Displays must be sturdy enough to withstand crowds, wind and weather conditions - the show goes on, rain or shine.
Electricity is not available at the show site. Please be a good neighbor and keep your space clean and tidy.
Do not bring pets to the show.

APPLICATION DEADLINE: The application deadline is May 31, 2008. Your application constitutes an agreement to exhibit if ac-
cepted. Applications received after May 31 will be considered after all other on-time applications are juried and only as space is available.
Jury results will be mailed at the end of June 2008.

CANCELLATION POLICY: If you withdraw your application before May 31, 2008, we will return your booth fee less a $50 processing
fee. No refunds for withdrawals after May 31, 2008.

SET-UP AND BREAKDOWN TIMES: Exhibitors may set up after 3 pm on Friday, September 5 or after 6 am on Saturday, September 6.
Exhibitors must be set up by 9:30 am each day of the show. Exhibitors may not break down their displays before 5:00 pm on show days
without permission of the Show Committee.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES AND SCHEDULE

Read the show rules on Page 1. The application deadline is May 31, 2008. All applications received after the deadline will be juried
after all on-time applications are juried and as space is available.

Applications must include:

Four (4) professional quality digital images: three (3) images representative of current work and one (1) image of the outdoor display that
will be used at the show. Please use JPG format. Do not send actual work. Each image must be clearly titled on the disk with the artistis
name, title, and medium (Refer to media deynitions below). A copy of your biography, exhibition history or any relevant materials may be
included with your application.

A self-addressed, stamped envelope with triple postage for the return of application materials.

Two separate checks, one for the non-refundable $15 jury fee and one for the $275 booth fee. Note that the $15 jury fee is waived for
Glastonbury Art Guild members. Do not submit post-dated checks.

Double booths: Applicants applying for two booths must include separate checks for $275 for each booth. Double booths are assigned
on a space-available basis only.

Complete and sign the application on Page 3. Make checks payable to Glastonbury Art Guild. The jury fee is deposited upon
receipt. If you withdraw your application before the May 31, 2008 deadline, we will return your booth fee less a $50 processing fee. There
will be no refunds made for withdrawals after May 31, 2008.

SALES TAX: Exhibitors must have a valid Connecticut Sales Tax Identiycation Number. To apply for a Tax Number, contact:

Applications that are incomplete or incorrect will not be juried until all application materials and information are received.

Jury results will be mailed at the end of June 2008. Booth fee checks will be deposited at that time. If you are not accepted into the
show, your booth fee will be returned. If you have questions in the meantime, please contact the Art Guild.

Sculpture (3-D non-functional works created with any one mate-
rial or combination of materials)

Prints (hand-pulled original works created from traditional meth-
ods such as etchings, silkscreens, monoprints, etc.)

Photography (prints handmade by the artist in the darkroom or
via digital/graphics)

Graphics (works created from the artistis original source material
via traditional means or digitally)

Ceramics (works created in clay or porcelain - no molds or green-
ware allowed)

Wood (original hand-tooled, carved or machine-worked functional
items in which the primary material is wood)

Metal (original hand-worked, functional formed items in which the
primary material is metal)

Glass (works in which the primary material is glass)

Mixed Media (2-D and 3-D works created by the artist using a
combination of media or materials, including dried poral creations)

No Buy/Sell allowed in any Art or Craft Medium.
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
